1. ITEMS UNDER TENDER PROCESS FOR PURCAHSE

A total of 07 (seven) security guards during 24 hr. are required to look after the Security of the premises of KNP College of Veterinary Science. Details of security guard and Specific terms and conditions are mentioned in Annexure A.
2. ELIGIBILITY FOR PARTICIPATION IN TENDER PROCESS

i. The Bidder may be a Proprietary Firm, Partnership Firm, Limited Company, Corporate Body legally constituted, who possesses the required licenses, registrations etc. as per Private Security Agencies (Regulation) Act 2005 and Maharashtra Private Security Agencies (Regulation) Rules 2007 valid for at least for 12 months from the date of the opening of tender.
ii. The bidder shall have at least 03 year’s experience of providing Security services. 
iii. Having successfully completed works of similar magnitude and duration in last year.
iv.  There should be no case pending with the police against the Proprietor/Firm/Partner or the Company (Agency).
v. The bidder shall have the following Registrations and details of the same must be provided in the Technical Bid:

3.2. 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7. MANNER OF SUBMISSION OF ONLINE TENDER FORMS

7.9 The firm making any kind of undue effort / pressure from any level will be liable for outright rejection of tender. 
8 .  CHECK LIST

9.  HOW TO QUOTE RATES

9.3 Validity of Rates –The rates quoted would be valid for a period of one year from the date of opening of commercial bid or award of contract whichever is later.   
10. PRICE VARIATION / ESCALATION
Increase in rate on any account will not be admissible in any case. 
11. ACCEPTANCE OF TENDERS
11.1 The Associate Dean KNP College of Veterinary Science, Shirwal reserves the right of accepting whole or any part of the tender or to refuse all tenders without assigning any reason. 
11.2 The Associate Dean KNP College of Veterinary Science, Shirwal also reserves the right to call for break-up of the quoted rates if required. 
11.3 BID OPENING & BID EVALUATION 
11.3.1 The Bid opening & Evaluation will be held as per schedule in the Conference Hall, TVCC, KNP College of Veterinary Science Shirwal, Dist- Satara, Pin-412801 Maharashtra The representative of a bidder, who intends to attend the bid opening, shall bring with him/her a letter of authority from the bidder on the bidders letter head, duly authorizing him/her to attend the bid opening. 11.6 APPLICABLE LAW

The tender shall be interpreted in accordance with the Laws of India.
11.7 AWARD CRITERIA

This institute will award the tender to the successful bidder whose bid has been determined as the lowest evaluated bid, provided further that the bidder is determined to be qualified and prima facie capable to perform the security services satisfactorily.

11.8  RIGHT TO ACCEPT ANY BID AND TO REJECT ANY OR ALL BIDS

This institute reserves the right to accept or reject any bid and to annul the bidding process and reject all bids at any time prior to the award of tender, without thereby incurring any liability, whatsoever, to the affected bidder or bidders.
11.9  SIGNING OF TENDER
11.9.1 The institute  will notify the successful bidder in writing that, its bid has been accepted. 
11.9.2 Within ten (10) days of issue of the Draft of Agreement for security services form by the institute, the successful bidder shall sign the Agreement. 

11.9.2 Failure of the successful bidder to comply with the requirement shall constitute ground for annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid security. In which event the purchaser may make the award to the next lowest evaluated bidder or call for new bids. 
11.10 TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT 
The purchaser, without prejudice to any remedy for breach of Agreement, may by written notice of default sent to the agency, terminate the tender in whole or in part, if the agency fails to  provide  security services as per Agreement. 
11.11 SIGNING OF AGREEMENT

11.11.2 The successful bidder will be required to execute an agreement on judicial stamp paper. 
11.11.3 Only the person authorized by due resolution in this context is allowed to sign the agreement on behalf of the successful bidder. Any other person will not be eligible to sign the agreement on behalf of the successful bidder. 
11.11.4 The Earnest Money Deposit will be forfeited in case the bidder fails to sign the agreement after acceptance of his tender. The bidder is liable to be blacklisted in such case. 
12	PERFORMANCE SECURITY /PERFORMANCE BANK GUARANTEE (PBG)-
12.1 Within 10 (Ten) days after the receipt of notification of award from this institute, the agency, shall furnish performance bank guarantee/security to this institute for an amount of 2.5% (Two & half percent) of the agreement value. 
12.2 The proceeds of the Performance Security shall be payable to this institute as compensation for any loss resulting from the Agency‘s failure to complete its obligations under the tender.

[bookmark: page15]In case, tendering party fails to provide security services as per the Agreement or in case the security services are found not in accordance with the agreement, The Associate Dean KNP College of Veterinary Science, Shirwal shall exercise his discretionary powers to take one or more of the following actions. Any loss, penalty imposed on agency shall be deducted from the bills payable to him to the extent of bill amount and any other amount due to bidder under the same or any other contract with the undersigned or any of the indenting agency. For failure to provide security services within the stipulated period as mentioned in agreeemnt, the bidder is liable for a penalty of 0.5 % (Half percent) of the total price of the agreement, per week, or to forfeit the entire amount of security deposit of the bidder and blacklist the agency.

14.1 Bids shall remain valid for acceptance for six months after the date of bid approval prescribed

by the institute , pursuant to the bid valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by this institute as non-responsive.

13.2 If the date up to which the bid is to remain valid happens to be a holiday for the purchaser, the bid shall automatically remain valid up to the next working day of that organization. 

13.3 In exceptional circumstances, the institute may solicit the bidder‘s consent to an extension of the period of bid validity up to a specified period. General Conditions

1. The bidder should be an Indian security agency registered under Private Security Agencies (Regulation) Act 2005 and Maharashtra Private Security Agencies (Regulation) Rules 2007 and should have been in the field of providing security services for at least preceding two years as on the date of opening of the tender. 

2. The bidder should have a separate Provident Fund code No. allotted by the concerned Regional Provident Fund Commissioner to provide Provident Fund benefits to workers engaged by it, as provided under EPF Scheme, 1952.  

3. The bidder should possess license under the Contract Labor regulation and security services to provide security services. 

4. The bidder should be registered with WCA/ESI, having an independent WCA/ESI code. 

5. The rates for security guards should be quoted as stipulated in Annexure-B. The rates should be inclusive of and in accordance with the provision of the Minimum wages Act, Contract Labour regulation and abolition act and other statutory provisions regarding Provident Fund, WCA/ESI, Bonus, Gratuity, leave, uniform, GST etc. No amount over and above the rate quoted shall be considered or paid. 

6. The bidder should please note that it will be his entire responsibility to adhere to the provisions of the statutory Rules/Acts mentioned above in the matter of payment of the EPF subscription WCA/ESI subscription, service tax etc. Therefore, the rates should be quoted with explicit understanding of his statutory obligations. 

7. The bidder must have PAN No. allotted by the Income Tax department which should be quoted and a photocopy should be enclosed. 

In addition to the above mentioned terms and conditions, the terms and conditions stated in Annexure-I attached hereto form part of the tender document. Tenderes submitting a tender would be presumed to have read, understood and accepted  all the terms and conditions.


The firm applying for tender should certify that they will adhere, fulfil and meet the terms of payment of Minimum wages under Minimum Wages Act as declared by Govt. from time to time. 

ANNEXURE –I

TERMS & CONDITIONS
1. The contract shall be awarded for a period of one year only. 
2. The Institute will deduct Income Tax at Source under section 194-C of the Income Tax Act, 1961, from the Contractor. 
3. The contractor shall be solely liable for payment of service tax and all other taxes and levies as may be subsequently imposed. 
4. The contractor shall provide a non-judicial stamp paper of Rs. 500/- for preparing a Contract agreement. 
5. The contractor shall seek Instructions from Associate Dean, KNPVC, Shirwal or other officer authorized by him for the purpose ("Authorized Officer") 
6. The contractor shall be fully responsible for the security, watch & ward in the premises of the Institute. 
7. The contractor shall deploy healthy and physically fit security guards below 50 yrs of age. Before the security personnel report for duty or within such time as the Associate Dean may allow, necessary documents to prove that the personnel belongs to security guards, shall be produced by the contractor before the Associate Dean or the Authorized Officer, who shall accept only those personnel on duty in respect of whom documentary proof has been tendered to his satisfaction. In addition to this, if performance of any of the security personnel deployed is found to be unsatisfactory, he shall have to be withdrawn immediately from the place of duty on receipt of a communication to this effect from the Associate Dean or Authorized Officer. Bills shall be raised by the contractor in accordance with the approved rates for security guards at the end of each month. No wages shall be payable in respect of such security staff in whose case documentary evidence as aforesaid is not submitted in time by the contractor. 
8. A complete list of the security personnel, engaged by the contractor for deployment in the Institute, will be furnished by the contractor along-with complete addresses and other antecedents. The contractor shall deploy only those whose antecedents have been verified by the Police Authorities. 
9. The Contractor shall submit weekly duty chart of the security personnel to the Associate Dean or Authorized Officer prior to the commencement of the week. He shall also submit the daily attendance sheet of the security personnel for the previous working day to the Associate Dean or the Authorized officer. Failure to do so shall result in non-payment for the day/days for which the attendance sheet is not furnished. 
10. The contractor shall not replace the security personnel at random. This shall be done with the prior knowledge of the Associate Dean or the Authorized Officer and full particulars of the security personnel so deployed shall be given to the Associate Dean or the Authorized Officer. 
11. The Contractor shall be liable to make alternate arrangements in case of the absence of the security personnel. Similarly, the Contractor shall have to make alternate arrangements in case of National Holiday/Gazetted Holiday/Weekly off etc without any  extra payment on this account. The security personnel shall maintain the security check posts and other locations on all weekdays. No short leave or meal relief shall be permitted to the security personnel unless the contractor provides suitable substitute without any extra payment. The contractor shall keep sufficient number of security guards as substitutes. 
12. In case of absence of security guard(s) on any particular day, compensation @ of Rs.500/- per guard(s) per absence will be recovered from the monthly bill of the contractor.
13. The Contractor shall ensure that at any time, no security point remains unmanned. A register shall be maintained by the contractor at every gate where round the clock duty is performed to record the movements. Double Duty shall not be permitted unless specifically approved by the Associate Dean or the Authorized Officer. 
14. The Institute shall arrange to provide locks/seal for stores, godowns and offices etc. to the satisfaction of the contractor and show preferable items lying in open to the contractor. Suitable record of the same shall be maintained duly signed by the Contractor and the Associate Dean or the Authorized Officer. 
15. The premises, which may be specified by the Institute, shall be guarded in all respects. The buildings of the Institute shall be closed after working hours and locked in the presence of the representatives of the Institute and respective security guard. The premises in locked condition shall be unlocked the next morning in the presence of the representative of the Institute.
16. The Contractor shall compensate the Institute in full for the loss sustained by the Institute on account of any theft, burglary and any other kind of intrusion in building/areas given for security. The amount of loss to be compensated by the contractor shall be determined by the Associate Dean or the Authorized officer. It shall be binding on the contractor. The contractor shall also be fully responsible for any loss of materials and property etc. of the Institute attributable to the negligence or failure of the security personnel in complying with the prescribed procedure. All losses thus suffered by the Institute shall be compensated in full by the contractor. The decision of Associate Dean of Institute in this regard shall be final and  binding on the contractor. 
17. The Institute shall fix timings of the various duty shifts. A single duty shift will have normal duration of Eight Hours (8 hours). In case of any compelling reasons, if the duty shift is to be extended, the same shall not be resorted to by the contractor without the prior consent of the Associate Dean or the Authorized Officer. 
18. The contractor shall arrange to provide dress/uniform to all the security personnel on duty and ensure good behaviour with all the staff of the Institute and as well as with the students, visitors and farmers visiting the Institute. They shall abstain from taking part in any staff union and association activities. The contractor shall provide separate uniform to all security guards. The security personnel shall not be permitted to wear any odd wrappers. The dress shall be of uniform colour and design. Each person deployed by the contractor shall wear a badge bearing his name and designation. 
19. The Institute shall not be liable to provide any residential accommodation to the security personnel. No cooking or lodging shall be allowed in the premises of the Institute. 
20. The contractor shall bear all the expenses incurred on the following. 
Provision of torches and cells to the Security Guards on night patrol. 

Provision of Lathis/Ballams and other implements to the security personnel. 

Stationery for writing duty charts and registers at the security check points and for making entries of the visitors 

21.       The duration of the contract shall be one year and after the expiry of the said period of one year, the contract may, at the sole discretion of the Associate Dean be extended for a further period of one year on the same rate and terms and conditions. Associate Dean of the Institute shall have the absolute right to terminate the contract at any time without assigning any reason thereof, by giving to the contractor 15  days notice of his intention to terminate the contract. Associate Dean will also have the right to extend the contract on the same terms and conditions until such time, the new security agency takes over in case fresh tendering is required.
22. The security staff shall be bound to observe all the Instructions issued by the Associate Dean and the Authorized Officer concerning general discipline and behaviour. In case, any person employed by the Contractor is inefficient, quarrelsome, infirm, and invalid or indulges in unlawful activity or the like, the Contractor shall replace such person with a suitable substitute immediately. 
23. The Institute has also the right to check the various implements/torches etc. The contractor shall maintain these items to the satisfaction of the Institute.
24. The contractor shall provide at his cost all statutory benefits to the security guards deployed by it at the Institute including, but not limited to weekly off for 6 days work and off on National Holidays. The Institute will not entertain any liability whatsoever on this account. The contractor shall comply with all the statutory provisions as laid down under various Labour Laws/Acts/Rules in respect of Minimum Wages, Provident Funds, WCA/ESI, Labour Legislation’s. The contractor shall comply with all legal requirements for obtaining license under the Contract Labour (R&A) Act, 1970 at its own cost. In case of any violation of Labour Laws by the Contractor, there will not be any liability on the Institute and the contractor shall be solely liable. The contractor shall produce for inspection of the Associate Dean or the Authorized Officer payment of wages register and all other registers/records/books maintained by the contractor under different Labour statutes. 
25. The security personnel deployed by the Contractor shall be the employee of the Contractor. The contractor shall bear all expenses in connection with the employment. The Institute shall not be responsible financially or otherwise for any injury to the security personnel in the course of performing the security functions.
26. The contractor shall not be permitted to transfer/ assign his rights and obligations under the contract to any other agency or organization or contractor.
27. The duration of the contract shall be one year and after the expiry of the said period of one year, the contract may, at the sole discretion of the Associate Dean be extended for a further period of one year on the same rate and terms and conditions. Associate Dean of the Institute shall have the absolute right to terminate the contract at any time without assigning any reason thereof, by giving to the contractor 15 days notice of his intention to terminate the contract. Associate Dean will also have the right to extend the contract on the same terms and conditions until such time, the new security agency takes over in case fresh tendering is required.
28. In case the contractor wishes to terminate the contract, he shall give three months advance notice in writing to this effect to the Institute.
29. In case of failure of the contractor to commence work or in the event of breach of any of the terms of the contract, the security deposit of the contractor shall be forfeited. Any sum of money due to the Contractor, including the Security deposit refundable to him under the contract may owe to the Institute. The Institute may after cancellation of the contract get the work done through any other agency for the remaining term of the contract at the risk and costs of the contractor.
29. Duty hours of the security personnel will be as detailed below:

Duty	Hours 
i. Ist  shift – 06.00 hours to 14.00 hours 
ii. IInd shift – 14.00 hours to 22.00 hours 
iii. IIIrd shift – 22.00 hours to 06.00 hours 

Duty hours may, however, be changed by the Associate Dean of the Institute or the authorized officer without any prior intimation.

DUTIES  AND  RESPONSIBILITIES  OF SECURITY STAFF

The security staff deployed by the contractor shall perform the following functions:

i. The main security / check posts located at the main gate of the Institute’s premises and other sensitive points shall be specified by the Associate Dean or the Authorised Officer. 
ii. To check the material/property going out of the building and outsiders entering the building through the procedures of the gate pass etc. as laid down by the Associate Dean or Authorised officer.
iii. To perform watch and wards functions including night patrol on the various points of deployment.
iv. To  prevent  the  entry  of  antisocial elements,  unauthorized persons and vehicles into the building
v. The security personnel should be able to categorize the legitimate visitors without causing any embarrassment to them. 

v. To allow entry to visitors, only after their details have been entered in the registrar at the entry gate. This practice is to be followed at each entry gate. Entry of cycles and vehicle such as scooters, motor cycles and motors of strangers /visitors shall not be allowed in the premises, unless otherwise permitted by the Associate Dean or the Authorised Officer. 

vi. The guards will also take round in all the directions of all important and sensitive points as specified by the Associate Dean or the Authorised Officer. 

vii. The security guards on patrol duty should take care of all the water taps, valves and water hydrants installed in the open, all over the premises, for garden purposes. 

viii. Security guards should ensure that the flowers, plants, trees and grassy lawns are not damaged either by the staff or by outsiders. 

ix. The security guards will also help the fire fighting staff in extinguishing the fire, if there is a fire or any other natural calamities. 
xi.	The Security Supervisor will be responsible for overall security   arrangement. He will ensure that all instructions of the administration are strictly followed and there is no lapse of any kind.
[bookmark: page29]30- Any other provision as may be deemed appropriate by the Associate Dean or the Authorised Officer shall be incorporated in the security arrangement. The same shall also be binding on the Contractor.

1.
